“When the Giver Gets More than the Getter”

1. We give because God is a Giver
Father – John 6:37, John 3:15

Son – Mark 10:45

Holy Spirit – I Cor 12:7, 11

2. Giving and generosity is at the heart of the Christian life- II Cor 8,9 (see especially 9:13)

3. Giving should never be done to get rewards from man- Matt 6:2-4

4. Righteous giving can never be done in absolute secrecy – Mark 12:41-44

5. Sacrificial giving should be done cheerfully and willingly- II Cor 9:6,7

6. Our righteous giving will cause others to glorify God – II Cor 9:12,13

7. Righteous giving may not even register on the mind of the giver – Matt 25:37-40;41-46

Our giving should meet these criteria:

1- Glorify God

2- Meet the needs of others

3- Obedience to God

4- Generosity feeds the soul
